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NNTTC MEMBER CLUB 
RE-OPENING– OPERATIONAL PLAN  

(Dated: 7/14/2020) 

 

Sanitization 
 
 

o Disinfectants, Wipes, Hand Sanitizers, Gloves, Paper towels; minimal amount provided for 
players’ use and utilization for associated equipment (tables, balls, paddles, nets, net-
bags/boxes, and barriers) 
 

o Distribution/use of sanitization products (Gloves, Hand Sanitizer, Disinfectant spray bottles, 
Paper Towels) - At a minimum items will be located near play-area entrances (inside gym or 
room) and on the bleacher (if the gym); they will be placed there at the start of session and then 
returned to respective storage location at the end by a designated individual 
 

o Midtown NNTTC sanitization items will be stored in the storage cabinet  
 
o Denbigh items will be stored in a specific bag and hung on a table-tennis table  (the very first 
one that is able to be rolled out) which is housed in the boiler room during non-play time  
 
o On NNTTC play days NNTTC will clean the associated cabinet, utilized tables, nets, balls, 
paddles, bags/boxes and barriers which will be performed during set-up and upon completion 
by the actual players that used them (or close proximity) 
 
o Floors will be cleaned by NN recreation facility as deemed necessary (i.e. once a day or prior 
to open play) 
 

o Bleachers will be cleaned by NN facility as deemed necessary (i.e. once a day or prior to open 
play) 
 
o Players will wipe their bleacher areas (or chairs) when departing and recommend upon 
arrival too 
 

o Club balls/paddles will be cleaned immediately after use and immediately placed back into 
the usual storage area but identified as used for that session (intent is to not re-use during that 
day’s session even if cleaned) 
 

o  During player rotation, clean and sanitize balls/tables prior and post play 
 
o  Tracking of participants will be handled by NNTTC POC; date, name, contact,  time-in, time-
out, and possibly who they played with. 
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Playing Area  
 
 

o Reduced number of tables, equa-distant arrangement based on play area and contingent on 
number of persons allowed within facility at one time along with social distant requirement for 
exercise (i.e. 10 feet).  Mid-town and Denbigh will be in the Gym  - max 8 tables (utilizing full 
basketball court area) 

 

o  Entrance to Mid-town will be via the pavilion (outdoor basketball court) near the playground 
and handicap parking. 
 

o  Entrance to Denbigh will be the main door; once in the building proceed directly to the gym 

 

o  Barriers will be utilized to the extent necessary (minimize roaming balls, minimize set up/tear-
down time and cleaning time); back-to-back tables require full barrier coverage while side-to-
side only require single barriers on each of the ends 
 
o Within the gyms the players will utilize allotted areas of the bleachers maintaining the 
required social distancing points of reference (NN facility may mark accordingly) 
 
o Incumbent upon player to ensure appropriate social distancing is adhered to by minimally 
venturing within or close to another play area  
 

o A few club items will be available for guests (if so allowed), these will be located in the usual 
locations (cabinet or bag) and will be provided by a select few club personnel to insure cleaning 
prior and post use 
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Entry of Patrons  
 
 

o  Play Days:  Mid-town Monday/Wednesday  and  Denbigh Thursday 
 

o  Minimized participants based on NN recreation center guidance and size-of-space allocation 
coinciding with the number of tables provided for play;  

 Phase3:  Max  16 participants in the gym at one time, singles ONLY, from 6pm to 
8pm (includes end of session clean up and put-away) 

 Phase3:  Set-up can start at 545pm and we ask for fellow member assistance. 
  
o Participation will be on a first-come-first-play scenario.  If there are many participants and 
players waiting, individual play time could be limited to 45-60 minutes.  If there are excess 
persons, persons could be asked to wait outside the gym or facility, depending on building 
capacity.  
 

o Masks Mandatory (covering mouth AND nose) to enter facility (Phase 3); see below for 
additional specifics 

 
o An NNTTC designated rep will maintain a log of patrons containing date, name, contact 
means, (i.e. phone number if not already a member), and entry time.  Additionally who an 
individual played with can be noted.  Please be cooperative, it is for your safety. 
 

o NN recreation facility will provide the main guidance regarding items brought into the facility, 
possibly could be limited to essential needs, i.e. - paddles, case, bag, balls, towel, shoes and 
drink (no food)  
 

o Health Screen Survey for each patron entering the facility; NN recreation facility will be 
responsible based on VA guidance, NNTTC will comply accordingly but NNTTC hope (no 
guarantee) the following are noted:  

Temperature Checks  
Written or Electronic Questionnaire for symptoms  

Symptoms – cough, sore throat, fever, shortness of breath, loss of smell 
If a person has tested positive within the last 14 days, no entrance into facility  
If last positive test was more than 14 days ago, ask for results of a follow up test   
If a person has been in close proximity of another individual that has tested positive 
within the last 14 days, no entrance into facility 
If a person has been tested and currently awaiting results, no entrance into facility 
 If a person has traveled out of country or to a Stateside “hot-spot” within the last 14 
days, no entrance into facility 
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Rules of Play  (Mandatory, State Requirement or Extremely Encouraged; some may change over time) 
 
 

o Limited open play ONLY (reduced tables, singles only, possible time-limit)  

o Singles play only with maximum  TWO balls only (unless minimal participants present) 

o No training sessions or organized coaching/teaching                                 

o Masks required in building when not playing, not required during play but highly encouraged  

(limited number available and until we run out, if you forget to bring one ς contact NNTTC rep) 

o Glove (non-playing hand - encouraged)   

o Personal face-type towel (highly encouraged)   

o Mandatory social distancing   

o Players will utilize their own (not club) balls and will initial them 

o Players limited to touching their own table balls; return other parties intruding ball by             
“FOOT-PUSH”  (no touch) 

o Individuals will self-select a table during play (no table assignment)   

o Players will be courteous by playing with any player waiting (to not leave idle individuals) 

o If players rotate, rotation will be limited to 20 minutes (or best-of-five games)  when players 
waiting 

o Congregation of players prior/post will not be allowed but understand a few minutes will be 
necessary as long as proper distancing and maximum capacity is adhered to 

o No switching sides between games 

o No sharing of paddles (to include guests) 

o No handshakes  

o No spitting  

o No changing of attire other than shoes or outerwear 

o No use of ball machine 

o No spectators other than those engaged and scheduled to play; patrons must depart once 
finished playing   

 

o If you feel sick you must notify the club and leave the facility immediately  

o Immediate notification of staff of concerns or problems  

o Patrons who test positive for COVID-19 within 14 days must notify NNTTC and NN facility 

o Minor must be accompanied by legal guardian at ALL times
